Known as the “job search guru and workplace fairy godmother,” Tory Johnson is a New York Times bestselling author and the workplace contributor on ABC's “Good Morning America.” Johnson will share her perspective on professional success and offer tips to help guide women through these uncertain times. Marcus Buckingham is a New York Times bestselling author.
